Adjust the height of the product: When adjusting the height of the product, do not
place any items inside the box.

The product comes with four adjustable legs, making it easy to adjust the height of
the cabinet. We suggest that you adjust the height of the rear two legs to the
maximum, and then adjust the front two legs to achieve balance.

@ To avoid fire, electric shock, and any accidental injury during use,

please pay attention to the following preventive knowledge.

® Be aware of the danger of children being trapped inside the liquor cabinet.

e Do not allow children to operate and use the product alone.

e Do not store flammable materials in the product and keep them away from any
flammable materials.

® Please do not place any electrical appliances or heavy items on the top of the
product.

e To prevent damage to the door seal, make sure the door is fully open when
removing the shelf from the product.

e Unplug the power cord and secure the product before moving it.
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e When placing the bottle, please do not move the box, as this may cause
deformation of the box.

e The product should be installed in a suitable location to avoid touching the
compressor with hands.

e The product should be placed in a properly ventilated area for easy heat
dissipation.

e |f the power cord or product lighting is damaged, to avoid danger, it is prohibited
to use it with electricity and must be replaced by professionals from the
manufacturer, their maintenance department, or similar departments.

e |f the power cord is damaged, to avoid danger, it is prohibited to use it with
electricity.

® Embedded installation machine, clear surrounding obstacles and maintain air
circulation.

door of the product, and remove the wine shelf to prevent children from climbing.

Product Safety Precautions

e Before using the product, all packaging must be removed to avoid poor grounding
or increased noise. To ensure the stability of the product, please adjust the feet
according to the placement on the ground.

e The design of the product is upright, and sufficient ventilation should be
maintained at the back of the cabinet to facilitate heat dissipation when placed.

e Be sure to use a separate three core power socket with a grounding wire

e Avoid squeezing, folding, knotting or damaging the power cord. If the power cord
is accidentally damaged during transportation or installation, please contact the
customer service department immediately. The product can only be powered on
after replacing the power cord, otherwise it may cause electric shock or even fire.

e Children should be taken care of to ensure that they do not play with the liquor
cabinet. Also, do not let anyone climb, sit, stand, or lean against the door or
container of the product.

e When repairing or cleaning the product, the power plug must be unplugged.
When unplugging the power plug, do not directly pull the power cord toprevent it
from breaking.

e |t is prohibited to place flammable and explosive materials such as alcohol.
gasoline, etc. in the liquor cabinet to prevent explosions and fires.

e Do not damage the refrigeration pipeline. If refrigerant in the pipeline splashes
into the eyes, it can cause serious injury.

e \When the product is scrapped, please remove the door seal to avoid accidents
caused by children entering and playing.

e Due to the use of combustible refrigerants and combustible insulation foam
materials in the product, damage to the refrigeration pipes should be avoided
when scrapping the product, Keep away from sources of ignition and entrust to a
qualified recycling company for disposal.

e Do not use flammable sprays near the product.

e Do not damage the refrigeration pipeline. If refrigerant in the pipeline splashes
into the eyes, it can cause serious injury.

e Do not store explosive substances such as aerosol cans with a flammable
propellant in this appliance
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e |t is prohibited to use electrical appliances inside the box, and it is not advisable to
place or use microwave ovens, rice cookers, voltage stabilizers. and other
electrical devices on the top of the product.

Product Installation Guide

@ Open and clean the product:

Remove the external and internal packaging materials

Before connecting the device to the power source, let it stand upright for about 48
hours, which helps reduce the possibility of handling cooling system failures during
transportation.

Clean the inner surface with a soft cloth and warm water.

@ Handle assembly:

According to the actual situation of the product, if the product needs to instal the
door handle themselves, please follow the following steps to install the doorhandle:

Step1 Open the door seal at the location where the handle needs to be installed
Step2 Install the handle screw at the corresponding position specified in the diagram
Step3 Use a Phillips screwdriver to fasten the door handle onto the door body

Step4 Seal the door back to the corresponding position of the door body

@ Door safety lock (optional):

Locking is an optional feature. If your product has this function, a key should be
included in the packaging of this manual.

Insert the key into the lock and turn counterclockwise to unlock the door. Please lock
it and perform the opposite operation.

@ Activated carbon filtration system:

Your wine is a living organism that breathes through the cork of the bottle. In order
to maintain the quality and taste of high-quality wines, they must be stored under
ideal temperature and environmental conditions. Your product is equipped with an
activated carbon filtration system to ensure air purity, cooling efficiency, and
maintain an odorless cabinet for storing your high-quality wine. The filter component
is located on the back panel inside the wine cellar.

Please remember that this filter suggestion be replaced every 12 months.
To replace the filter:

Take out the wine stored on the two
shelves in front of the filter.

After replacing the filter, remove the
shelf and set it aside for replacement

Grasp the filter and rotate it
3 | counterclockwise by 45 degrees, then
pull it out.

Remove the existing filter and replace

it with a new one. Turn counterclockwise to

remove, clockwise to tighten

Insert the new filter into the hole and
rotate it clockwise by 45 degrees.
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(1) After opening the packaging box of the product, please carefully inspect the
cabinet for any abnormal conditions such as damage or deformation;

(2) Check the cabinet door to see if the components inside the cabinet are complete,
such as shelves, manuals, keys, etc; If there are shelves or support shelves that
drop during transportation, please install them according to the relevant items on the
following page.

(3) If there are no issues with the product after inspection, place it in the designated
location. Attention should be paid to the following when placing:

a. The distance between the product and the left and right walls should be at least2
inch ; The distance between the back of the product and the wall should be at least
3.2 inch . As shown in the following figure (unit: inch).

b. The ground on which the product is placed must be flat. If it is not level, the four
support feet at the bottom of the product can be adjusted to keep the cabinet level.

c. The location of the product must be away from all heat sources and not near
laundry rooms, bathrooms, etc.

(4) The inclination of the product during transportation should not exceed 45
degrees, and it must be powered on and operated at least 48 hours after
transportation.
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(5) If the product needs to be placed in the workbench, it is necessary to ensure that
the ventilation behind the product is smooth, otherwise it will reduce the
effectiveness of the product.

@ Power connection:

Model: (JCS-58QYL / JCS-58QE / JCS-408QE / JCD-508QE)
can be used with or without embedding

1. The embedded product adopts a bottom ventilation design

2. When installing embedded product, please follow the product installation diagram
and ensure that the minimum installation size is not smaller than the product
installation diagram, otherwise it will affect the ventilation of the product.

3. The embedded product control panel is equipped with a power switch, so it is not
affected by the position of the power cord connection.

4. This product adopts standard 110-120V/20A/50Hz~60Hz; Power connection (or
according to different national specifications).

5. The power cord length of this product is 70.86inch and is installed at the bottom of
our front product (see embedded installation diagram for details).

6. Like most electrical appliances today, this product contains sensitive electronic
components that are susceptible to damage from lightning and power supply errors.
There fore, it is recommended to use a surge protection device to avoid such natural
damage.

A ventilation opening or grille must be left at the top of the rear, and ventilation fans
should be added to ensure that air enters the back of the product .

This vent or grille should not be opened on the same side as other devices such as
ovens or in a closed area where air cannot enter. Violation of the above
specifications will result in the invalidation of the warranty. If air cannot enter due to
improper operation or placement, resulting in equipment problems, the warranty
service will not be available.

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Activate your product

When the product is put into use, please plug in the power plug. At this time, the
machine will start working according to the product settings.

When you first use the product (or haven't used it for a long time), there may be
an error between the displayed temperature and the temperature you set, which

is a normal phenomenon. As the machine takes time to start, the product will
display normally after running for a few hours.

Reminder: When the device power is interrupted, disconnected, or forced to
stop operating, do not start it immediately. Wait for 3 to 5 minutes before
restarting.

@ Running noise:

When the product is in operation, in order to reach the set temperature, our product,

like all product that use compressors and fans for cooling, will produce the following

types of noise. These noises are normal, and the possible situations that may occur

are as follows:

e Gollum sound: The reason is the sound made when the refrigerant flows through
the circuit.

e Bursting sound: The reason is the sound produced by the contraction and
expansion of gas during the cooling of refrigerant.

e The sound of the fan: The sound produced when the air inside the product is
circulating and the fan is running.

® Personal perception of noise is directly related to the environment in which the
product is placed. Our company is a professional product manufacturer, and our
products comply with international standards. We will make every effort to meet
customer needs, but we not withdraw products that have complaints based on
normal working noise.
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@ Wine display and storage:

When placing wine, it can be divided into single or double portions, and please
follow the following precautions: when the amount of wine you place is small, please
disperse it in the product to avoid uneven placement of the upper and lower layers.
If necessary, the shelves can be removed or readjusted to accommodate large
bottles or to accommodate an increase in bottle stacking (please refer to installation
information). When displaying and placing, keep a distance from the wall, maintain
air circulation, and maintain a constant temperature.

® Do not overload to maintain good air circulation;

® Do not stack more than 1.5 rows of 25.350Z (750ml) standard bottles
on each shelf to ensure air circulation;

® Please avoid placing objects at the fan outlet to prevent air circulation
and temperature imbalance;

® Do not slide the shelf after it is fixed to prevent the wine bottle from
falling off;

e Avoid pulling out two or more shelves at the same time to prevent the
unstable center of gravity of the product from tilting forward;

e Do not lay metal or other materials of foil on the shelf to prevent air
circulation;

® To prevent damage to the machine, do not move it while it is filled
with wine and beverages.

@ Adjustment type:

e Based on the loading capacity and settings, it takes approximately 48 hours for
the product to achieve temperature stability.

e During this period, it is normal for the LCD display of the product to float, which
can easily occur when adjusting settings and loading a large number of product.

e When there is a temperature difference in the operating environment of the
product, if the temperature is higher or lower than this range, it may affect the
performance of the equipment.

e |f the product is installed in a low-temperature or hot environment, it may cause
fluctuations in equipment temperature and fail to reach the ideal temperature.

@ Storing wine:

e For red wine, it is recommended to set the temperature at 54°F to reach the ideal
storage temperature, so as to fully enjoy the ideal drinking experience brought by
wine. The temperature of the product can be adjusted by yourself. It is
recommended that you set the champagne temperature to 45°F, and the red wine
temperature to 54°F. (If there is a special storage temperature, please adjust it by
yourself)

@ Temperature setting:

e Temperature settings are saved. In case of power interruption, all previous
temperature settings will be restored to the preset temperature before power
failure after power on.

® All models of circuit boards come with memory function.

@ Please be informed that:

e There is a slight difference in temperature between the wine and the air inside the
product. When the product is fully filled, you need to observe whether the
temperature on the monitor changes. Generally, you wait for nearly 12 hours to

e feel the effect of temperature adjustment.

After the temperature setting is completed, it is strongly recommended that you
do not adjust the temperature setting arbitrarily or frequently, in order to maintain
a constant temperature inside the product. The temperature fluctuations of the
wine and glass bottles themselves should be controlled between 1°F.
